MEL'S QUEENSLAND PET RESCUE UPDATE
Mel Gillard is the tireless volunteer who set up an initiative to rescue dogs made homeless by the
Queensland  floods. Here's her update on what they've been up to, and how the funds we raise for
them will be used...

We started ARQ (Animal Rescue Queensland) in the aftermath of the floods, due to the
heartbreakingly high number of displaced animals that no other rescue organisation was willing to
take on.  Shortly after I volunteered at a local evacuation centre looking after flood-affected
people's pets, I was contacted by Brisbane City Council for help. We quickly got on board to assist
with fostering - looking for owners - and finding new loving families when owners couldn't be
located.
 
In just two weeks, we took in and managed to find foster homes for about 50 dogs across south
eastern Queensland. During the floods we were also taking in cats and dispersing them to cat
based rescue groups to lighten the load.

Since then we have continued our wonderful relationship with the Brisbane City Council. We now
take homeless dogs weekly from both their Aminal Shelters. And we also help dogs from NSW and
Maryborough QLD pounds. I'm proud to say we've rescued over 150 dogs since we started - and
re-homed more than half of those.

Wendy, I want you to know that the money you're donating  will go towards vet bills. Due to the
floods, we've had  a spike in parvovirus cases. And as we are a 100% No Kill organisation, our vet
bills have been very high. (We've had 3 cases of parvovirus - and, I'm happy to report, 3
survivors: Huey a 12 month old Cavalier King Charles Spaniel; Bindi an 8 week old Silky; and Blitz a
5 month old Rotti x Shepherd.) Thanks so much for all you're doing to help the cause.
