THE DOG LISTENER SAYS
Come in and ask me about my wonderful experience at ‘Dog Listener’ 
school. And meanwhile, here’s this issue’s tip and Q&A from our own 
special Dog Listener, Joanna Meek… 

Tip of the Issue: Pulling on The Lead, Lesson 2

When we take dogs out, we may think we’re going for a walk – but they 
think they’re going hunting! If you let them think they’re the leader, they’ll 
pull. You need to convince the dog that you’re in charge. Last time I told you 
how to ‘Stop-Start-Change’ while you’re out walking. But there are a few 
things you can do before you get out the door…

1.  Get the lead out at home and carry it around for a while. It’s an object, 
not a promise - and it doesn’t have to mean it’s walkies time right now.

2.  When you’re ready to go, call the dog to you and put on the lead. Stand 
and wait for them to calm down before you walk anywhere.

Combine this with ‘Stop-Start-Change’ (stopping and reversing direction 
every time the dog attempts to pull ahead) once you do get out, and repeat 
it however long it takes. (Remember, remain calm. If it gets too frustrating, 
stop and try again later.)

This Issue’s Q&A

Q. All the way from Tasmania, from p&tc customer Margie Finnerty…

“I have a 9 month old golden retriever, Cooper, who’s gone through lots 
of training, and is mostly well behaved, but still has one issue: jumping up. 
I’ve tried all the usual things like ignoring him or isolating him - and asked 
everyone who comes to the house to ignore him too. He doesn’t jump up on 
me much anymore – but he’s still a terror when people visit. It’s not just bad 
– it’s dangerous! What can I do?”

A. From Joanna 

“You are on the right track with ignoring Cooper when he jumps up – the 
key is consistency, and making sure that you do not look at or speak to 
him, just push him down. Also, when you answer the door, put Cooper into 
another room – this will give you time to enlist your guests’ help and move 
anyone frail into a safe position. I’d recommend asking people to sit at 
the dining room table so it limits the area Cooper can jump up. And if you 
do isolate him – when he comes out, do not interact with him until he has 
moved away and calmed down. I’m afraid there are no time limitations on 
this – it takes as long as it takes. So keep up the effort.”
